delivery and operations. 

2. CREATE A SIMPLE, FAIR & EQUITABLE TAX SYSTEM 

$150 million operating budget reallocation 
Reset tax responsib i lities to be shared equally by residential and 

non·res id ential property owners. 

3. EASE THE TRANSITION 

$125 million residential Tax Rebate Program (TRP) 
Create a transitional tax rebate to give Calgarians more certainty 

and ease the 4 ·year transition to a fair and equitable tax system.
