Why So Aggressive?
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Renfrew already has housing options that are varied, ihclusive and affordable
The red areas could permit 6 story buildings where 1-2 story houses now reside
Why is Renfrew being allowed to be erased and rebuilt while Rosedale is protected?

This will undoubtedly create more disparity between communities!
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Flawed Plan
The Guidebook goals are easily understood
Somehow the North Hill Communities Local Area Plan missed the point

This plan amplifies differences between communities

Fails to meet the first stated goal!
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Will lead to greater inequity and it needs to be rethought
