RECOMMENDATION(S):

HIGHLIGHTS

o Atits 2022 September 14 Combined Meeting, Council established the Council
Services Committee (“CSC”), with a mandate including “funding decisions on
the Ward Community Event Fund.”

Event Fund (“WCEF”) applications provides oversight of WCEF grants.

o Why does this matter? The WCEF assists non-profit, not-for-profit
associations, charitable or community-based groups to host events or
undertake initiatives which enhance their community.

Relationships with Calgarians

DISCUSSION

WCEF Guidelines state that “applications are recommended for approval by an individual
Councillor for events or initiatives in their wards. Funding is limited and shall be awarded
equitably per ward, on a first-come, first-serve basis.”

WCEF applications are forwarded to the appropriate ward Councillor for consideration and may
be recommended for approval or partial funding by the CSC, which has authority to make
“funding decisions on the Ward Community Event Fund,” under section B.7(1) of the Procedure
Bylaw. Only the WCEF applications recommended for approval or partial funding by the ward
Councillor are presented by Administration to CSC.

The current balances of the WCEF are presented in Attachment 3.
