(5) A density bonus may be earned by the provision of an off-site improvement in
accordance with Section 3.1.5.4 of the Hillhurst/Sunnyside Area Redevelopment Plan,
where the allowable bonus floor area in square metres is equal to the cost of
construction of the off-site improvement divided by the Cash Contribution Rate, such
that:

Allowable bonus floor area =
Total construction cost of the off-site improvement / Cash Contribution Rate.

Total construction cost will not include any construction costs necessary to fulfill
the infrastructure requirements of a development permit for a development
equal to or less than a floor area ratio of 0.72.
