Materiality Materiality is the magnitude of misstatements, including omissions, in the financial
statements that, individually or in the aggregate, could reasonably be expected to
influence the economic decisions of the financial statement users. Judgments about
materiality are made in the light of surrounding circumstances, and are affected by our
perception of the information needs of the financial statement users, and by the size or
nature of a misstatement, or a combination of both. We are responsible for providing
reasonable assurance that your financial statements as a whole are free from material
misstatement.

Canadian GAAS requires that we determine performance materiality for the purposes
of assessing the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements and
determining the nature, timing and extent of our audit procedures. Planning the audit
solely to detect individually material misstatements overlooks the fact that the
aggregate of individually immaterial misstatements may cause the financial statements
to be materially misstated, and leaves no margin for possible undetected
misstatements.

Our limited procedures did not identify any areas of material non-compliance with laws
and regulations by the Library.

Management is responsible for assessing subsequent events up to the date of the
release of the financial statements.

No post-statement of financial position events have been identified during the course of
our audit which would have an impact on the financial statements, except as discussed
in Note 14 of the financial statements. We will update subsequent events to the audit
report date of March 26, 2014.

Independence

We have developed appropriate safeguards and procedures to eliminate threats to our
independence or to reduce them to an acceptable level.

This following summarizes the main findings arising from our audit

Internal control

We obtained an understanding of internal control relevant to the audit, however not all
controls are relevant to every audit. We evaluated the design of controls relevant to
the audit and determined whether they have been implemented. We are not,
however, required in a non-integrated audit to determine whether all relevant controls
are operating effectively. Although not required by Canadian GAAS, we may decide
that, for a particular engagement, it makes sense to rely on the effective operation of
some controls to determine the planned substantive procedures we will perform.

In such cases, we would go beyond evaluating the design of relevant controls and
determining whether they have been implemented to also test whether the controls on
which we intend to rely are operating effectively.

In our audit of the Library’s financial statements, we applied a substantive audit
approach to testing of account balances and as such, we did not rely on internal
controls.

We noted no uncorrected misstatements during the course of the audit. Corrected
misstatements are summarized in the appendix attached to the management
representation letter.

The Library has determined that PS 2601: Financial Currency Translation, PS 3450: Financial
Instruments and PS 3510: Tax Revenue do not apply to the Library and as such these standards did not
have any impact on the December 31, 2013 year-end financial statements.

PS 3410 (Revised): Government Transfers did not have an impact on the December 31, 2013 year-end
financial statements as the Library was recording government funding in accordance with the
requirements of this section.

PS 1201: Financial Statement Presentation requires the Library to include a statement of remeasurement
gains and losses as part of the financial statements. Such a statement has not been included as part of
the December 31, 2013 year-end financial statements as PS 2601 and PS 3450 do not apply to the
Library and as such there are no remeasurement gains or losses incurred.

Management judgment and accounting estimates

In our judgment, the significant accounting estimates made by management are, in all material respects,
free of possible management bias and of material misstatement. The disclosure in the financial
statements around estimation uncertainty is in accordance with public sector accounting standards
(“PSAS”) and is appropriate to the particular circumstances of the Library.
