Memorandum of Understanding

• MOUs (also referred to as Relationship Agreements, 
Friendship Agreements or Protocol Agreements), are 
legally non-binding agreements that outline how 
Indigenous and non-Indigenous governments engage 
with one another on areas of mutual interest and 
establish a cooperative relationship. 

• To date, this is the second request The City has received 
after the Blackfoot Confederacy’s request, which is 
currently under development.

• The Government of Alberta has reached three 
agreements with Tribal Councils across Alberta. 
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
