Direction and Background

Over the last few years, Council approved several initiatives that helped lay the foundation for the Calgary Plan. In particular, the approval
of the 2022 City Planning and Policy Roadmap and the 2021 City Planning and Policy Workplan set the direction to develop the Calgary
Plan, which integrates the Municipal Development Plan (MDP), Implementation Guidebooks and the Calgary Transportation Plan (CTP).

The Municipal Government Act in Alberta requires every municipality to have both an MDP as well as a Land Use Bylaw. The MDP sets
out priorities and regulations for all development. A Municipal Development Plan communicates the long-term desired land use for

a community and serves as a high-level blueprint showing how a community is expected to change over time and the shape it will
take in the future.
