Re: Proposal to Reinstate Pre-May 2024 Low Density Residential Zones 

 

Dear Mayor and Members of Council, 

 

I am writing to provide support to have Council reverse Rezoning for Housing (“Rezoning”) that was 

approved by Council in May 2024. 

 

I have lived in my home for over 35 years, and it is my retirement home. I am facing a very tangible 

consequence of the Rezoning and its impact on property values and property enjoyment, particularly for 

homes located adjacent to corner parcels. 

 

My home is next to a corner lot that currently has a proposed development for 4 townhomes with 

secondary suites. This proposed development seems to have no rules as it changes the orientation of the 

entire street, allows for 8 garbage bins placed along my property boundary, could have the potential for 8 

air conditioning units facing my property, and no rules for windows overlooking my property. 

 

Under the Rezoning, corner lots permit higher intensity development forms, increased unit counts, larger 

building envelopes, and more relaxations than were previously allowed. While this may increase the 

redevelopment value of the corner parcel itself, it has created a corresponding negative externality for 

neighbouring homeowners. 

 

For those who own homes directly beside corner lots: 

 

• The potential for larger-scale multi-unit development next door introduces uncertainty and market 

risk. 

• Buyers are increasingly aware of what can now be constructed adjacent to them, which affects 

purchasing decisions. 

• The perceived and actual impacts of massing, additional windows, increased traffic, and reduced 

privacy diminish the attractiveness of the neighbouring property. 

 

In effect, the Rezoning has transferred redevelopment benefit to corner-lot owners while imposing 

potential loss of value and livability on adjacent properties. This imbalance is neither equitable nor 

reflective of good planning principles. 

 

I am in full support of reversing the Rezoning for Housing and/or making changes to the rules in the 

Residential – Grade Oriented (R-CG) district to protect existing property owners in situations where their 

enjoyment of their property is diminished by large scale development.

Dear Mayor and Members of Council, 

I am writing to support Council to introducing a bylaw to reinstate the low-density residential 

zones that existed prior to the Citywide Rezoning for Housing approved in May 2024 

(“Rezoning”). 

While the stated intent of the Rezoning was to increase housing supply and improve 

affordability, the practical effects in established communities have raised significant and 

widespread concerns. 

1. Impacts on Established Community Character 

The previous low-density residential districts provided clear and predictable planning parameters 

for neighbourhoods that were designed, serviced, and built as primarily single-detached 

communities. The Rezoning has enabled building forms and densities that are fundamentally out 

of scale with these established areas. 

Large multi-unit developments inserted mid-block have resulted in: 

• Loss of privacy for adjacent homeowners 

• Significant shadowing and massing impacts 

• Overlooking into rear yards and living spaces 

• Parking issues 

• Reduced enjoyment of property and diminished sense of security 

These changes have, in many cases, eroded the cohesive character that residents relied upon 

when choosing to invest in their homes and neighbourhoods. 

2. Diminished Right to Quiet Enjoyment 

Property ownership carries a reasonable expectation of privacy, light, and compatibility with 

surrounding uses. The scale and form of some recently approved developments—permitted 

under the citywide Rezoning - have created situations where neighbouring residents experience 

substantial loss of sunlight, increased noise, parking congestion, and visual dominance. 

The cumulative effect of these developments has undermined residents’ right to the reasonable 

enjoyment of their property.

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3. Questionable Affordability Outcomes 

The Rezoning was advanced on the premise that increased density would improve affordability. 

However, in practice: 

• Many newly constructed multi-unit developments are being marketed at price points 

comparable to or exceeding existing housing in the area. 

• Older, relatively affordable housing stock has been demolished to make way for higher-

priced infill developments. 

• The net effect in some communities has been the loss of attainable housing options rather 

than their expansion. 

Simply increasing allowable density does not guarantee affordability. Without targeted 

affordability mechanisms, market-driven redevelopment often replaces modest homes with more 

expensive units. 

4. Need for a Balanced Approach 

Growth and housing diversity are important. However, a one-size-fits-all citywide Rezoning has 

removed the nuanced, community-specific planning framework that previously allowed for 

context-sensitive development. 

Reinstating pre-May 2024 low-density residential zones would: 

• Restore planning certainty to established neighbourhoods 

• Protect community character and streetscapes 

• Provide residents with predictability and confidence in the future of their areas 

• Allow Council to pursue targeted density in appropriate locations such as transit 

corridors, main streets, and strategic growth areas 

A balanced approach, one that directs higher density to suitable locations while respecting 

established low-density neighbourhoods, would better align with principles of good planning, 

fairness, and community trust. 

Conclusion 

I respectfully urge Council to introduce a bylaw to reinstate the low-density residential zones that 

existed prior to the May 2024 Citywide Rezoning for Housing. Doing so would demonstrate 

responsiveness to community concerns, restore balance to Calgary’s planning framework, and 

allow for a more thoughtful, location-specific approach to growth and housing supply.

I oppose the "Blanket Rezoning" policy that the previous City Council approved 
because it does not allow for common sense rebuilding in established neighbourhoods. 
Changes to the blanket rezoning policy are needed for the following reasons:  
1) Traffic safety & pedestrian safety- higher density housing (ie: multiplexes and row 
houses) lead to increased vehicles parking along the streets and corner intersections. 
Even though corner lots have ideal space for the multi-housing projects, overdevelop-
ing the lots near intersections poses visibility risks for pedestrians and drivers. This 
makes it unsafe for two-way traffic unless the alternative is to make streets one-way 
direction.

To Members of Calgary City Council, 
I am writing in strong support of the proposed repeal of the citywide rezoning bylaw 
that was approved in May 2024. As a Calgary resident, I believe this policy was funda-
mentally flawed from the start and I urge Council to correct it on March 23. 
My first concern is democratic process. Over 730 Calgarians came forward during what 
became the longest public hearing in this city's history. Nearly 70 percent of those 
speakers opposed blanket rezoning. Council passed it anyway. That is not how 
democracy should work. Our voices should not be overridden simply because a policy 
is politically convenient. Repealing this bylaw is an opportunity for Council to restore 
trust and finally listen to the people it represents. 
My second concern is the real and daily impact on our neighbourhoods. Blanket rezon-
ing introduced intensified density into established communities without the infrastruc-
ture to support it. Traffic congestion has worsened significantly. Parking has become a 
growing problem on residential streets and alleyways. Our roads, utilities, and commu-
nity services were not designed to absorb this level of rapid development. Residents 
should not have to endure the consequences of a policy that was forced onto their 
communities without their consent. 
Beyond the practical problems, this bylaw stripped homeowners and communities of 
meaningful input into what gets built next door. The right to participate in shaping your 
neighbourhood is not red tape, it is a fundamental part of living in a community. 
Repealing blanket rezoning restores that right. 
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I fully support thoughtful, planned growth in Calgary. But growth must be strategic, 
coordinated, and respectful of existing communities.

Dear Members of City Council, 
I am writing as a Brentwood homeowner to strongly oppose the proposed blanket 
rezoning policy. 
When I purchased my home, it was zoned for single-detached housing. Like many Cal-
garians, I made one of the largest financial decisions of my life based on the zoning 
rules in place and the stability those rules provided. Blanket rezoning changes those 
expectations after the fact and undermines confidence in Calgary’s planning process. 
Residents should be able to trust that zoning frameworks will not be fundamentally 
altered without careful planning and meaningful consultation. A city-wide rezoning 
policy removes the thoughtful, case-by-case evaluation that has historically been part 
of responsible planning. It also removes the ability for communities to have a meaning-
ful voice when significant density changes are proposed. 
Brentwood is an established community that was intentionally designed around low-
density housing, with infrastructure, parking, traffic flow, schools, and amenities 
planned for that scale. Blanket rezoning ignores those realities and imposes a one-
size-fits-all solution on communities with very different planning histories and infra-
structure capacities. 
This approach risks increasing parking congestion, traffic pressure, and strain on com-
munity infrastructure that was never designed for higher density. It also permanently 
alters the character of established neighborhoods without proper review or planning. 
I am not opposed to growth. Calgary is a growing city and additional housing supply is 
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important. However, growth must be strategic and responsible. Density should be 
focused along transit corridors, commercial corridors, and areas where infrastructure 
and services are designed to support it. 
Blanket rezoning is not thoughtful planning. It is a sweeping policy that disregards the 
expectations of homeowners and the unique planning considerations of individual 
communities.

The councillor for our ward couldn’t be bothered to meet with our Neighbourhood 
Associations and instead sent his Partnership Lead, Rukhsaar Daya. At that meeting, 
they made it clear that they disagree with the many people who are members of the 
community associations. I have lived in my neighbourhood since 2007. I’ve seen the 
demographics change over the years as our seniors pass away or move to assisted 
living, while younger couples move in and start new families. We are part of that 
change, and it feels good because we change the neighbourhood slowly with thought-
ful renovations—perhaps a new tree, some play structures in our backyards, or a bas-
ketball hoop on the street for a friendly game with neighbours on the weekends. 
We’ve already seen what happens when someone who doesn't care about the "street 
feel" moves in under the previous RC-1 zoning. They lie as much as necessary in 
hearings to get their applications approved, and the three vehicles on their new parking 
pad soon become five more vehicles for their tenants—all of which are parked on the 
street. This takes up room from neighbours and makes passing them tricky on a good 
day. The blanket rezoning, passed against the vast majority's will, has exacerbated this 
to a whole new level. 
We’ve seen construction start on several multiplexes already, and the submitted plans 
dwarf the neighbouring properties. The last 12-plex I saw plans for had only one 
assigned parking stall for 12 units. The rest of the vehicles will be parked on the street 
and in the back lane. This creates hazards for sanitation workers, as the lanes are not 
wide enough to accommodate vehicles on both sides. The street is already full of cars, 
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so there will be fierce competition for parking if you have a vehicle. 
In the winter, this is a major hazard. Snowplows have nowhere to push the snow, and 
the windrows they create are swiftly shoveled back into the street by vehicle owners 
trying to get out. I am one of many who commutes to work on a bike every day, year-
round. My bike is set up for winter riding, but I’ve met my match when the roadway is 
full of shoveled, hardened snow. It is truly dangerous. Furthermore, we have other 
infrastructure issues—TV, phone, internet, power, and water. We can’t even get those 
right as it is! DJ Kelly may be elected, but he does not represent me or anyone I know.

Addressing housing demand is important, and I recognize that cities must grow and 
evolve. However, blanket rezoning that increases density across all neighborhoods is 
not the only path forward. A more thoughtful approach would be to plan and build new 
communities that are designed from the outset to accommodate higher density and a 
mix of housing types. These new developments can include townhomes, apartments, 
and other multi-unit options while also incorporating the infrastructure, transit access, 
and services needed to support that density effectively.

My name is Lucia Rossini Lake and I live in Glenbrook.

The livability of these established communiƟes has been negaƟvely impacted.  The absence of 
community engagement has driven established communiƟes to pursue other costly avenues to have 
their voices heard.  From lawsuits to a current surge in SDAB Appeals to communiƟes pursuing 
RestricƟve Covenants.  All are simply mechanisms for simply wanƟng to be heard and our concerns to be 
considered. 
 
The issues that maƩer most to be me are Safety, Infrastructure, Green Space and livability. 
 
Safety & Infrastructure – an increase in pedestrian and cycling fataliƟes and serious injuries 
A hurry to approve permits and to dismiss infrastructure integrity and capacity to support the added 
density causes increasing harm to our residents. 

 Roads and sidewalks are in disrepair and pose a safety hazard. The city cannot keep up with the 
compleƟng city road/sidewalk repairs aŌer the infills are completed. 

 City Street lights are out 
 Street parking is hard to secure and streets are terribly congested.  This poses a hazard for 

pedestrians who are crossing roads between parked cars. PromoƟng developments with less 
than .5 parking stalls per unit has exacerbated the situaƟon. 

 Calgary has experienced a drasƟc increase in pedestrian, cyclist and vehicular accidents.   
 Schools in inner city communiƟes are at or over capacity. Adding populaƟon growth without a 

complimentary inner-city school soluƟon is wrong.   
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Loss of green space. Decisions to reduce or eliminate green space while adding 50% populaƟon growth 
is wrong.  Our green space provides wellness, and opportuniƟes to connect as our communiƟes grow. 
With blanket upzoning we have seen a loss in our tree canopy. 
 
Context & livability maƩer.

In April 2025, my home 
was reappraised at $1.250M.  No improvements had been made since its purchase.  The 
CerƟfied Appraiser’s raƟonale….”it is a corner lot.”

Planning & local context maƩers 
Every neighbourhood in Calgary has its own characterisƟcs. Different lot sizes, infrastructure capacity 
and integrity based on age , transit access, and character.  Blanket upzoning ignores the unique 
characterisƟcs of these communiƟes. Blanket upzoning overrides local context and ignores Local Area 
Plans. Setbacks and heigh restricƟons have been relaxed consistently. A repeal allows planning to occur 
thoughƞully, based on neighbourhood condiƟons rather than one-size-fits-all. Thoughƞul planning 
includes community engagement. Blanket upzoning has had the opposite effect. 
 
Density does not equal affordability. 
The intensificaƟon of this city has not resulted in more affordable homes, nor has it made real progress 
in creaƟng more below marking housing. The affordability objecƟve has not been met.  In many cases, 
modest homes are demolished and replaced with smaller, higher priced units.  If affordability is the goal, 
a targeted approach and set of tools are needed to make progress against this objecƟve. 
 
As a ciƟzen of this city, I hope you will consider my request for a full repeal of the blanket upzoning 
bylaw, reset and reinstate the land use bylaw that existed immediately prior to blanket upzoning, and 
restart the planning and densificaƟon process by re-engaging Calgarians in a transparent and inclusive 
process that considers Local Area Plans.

I am writing as a resident and property owner in the Dalhousie NW community regard-
ing the proposed bylaw that would repeal the citywide rezoning approved in May 2024 
and revert residential districts back to their previous land use designations. According 
to the proposal, my property would change from the Residential – Grade Oriented (R-
CG) district back to the Residential – Contextual One/Two Dwelling (R-C1) district.

Subject: Request to Repeal Blanket Upzoning and Return to Thoughtful Local Planning 

Dear Members of Calgary City Council and Mayor, 

I am writing to respectfully ask Council to vote in favour of repealing the City’s blanket upzoning 

policy and to reset Calgary’s zoning framework so that we can return to thoughtful, community-

informed planning. 

Many Calgarians support responsible growth and understand the need for additional housing. However, 

the current approach to citywide upzoning raises several significant concerns that warrant 

reconsideration. 

Affordability 

One of the central arguments for blanket upzoning was that it would improve housing affordability. 

However, the policy does not require developers to include affordable units in new developments. In 

many cases, upzoning has increased land values, making redevelopment more attractive to investors 

and commercial buyers rather than to families seeking entry-level homes. 

As a result, modest homes are often replaced by higher-priced builds, which does little to improve 

affordability for first-time buyers or middle-income families. Instead, many Calgarians now find 

themselves competing with commercial buyers and developers for properties that were once attainable 

starter homes. 

Economic Factors 

Current economic conditions also suggest that the urgency used to justify blanket upzoning should be 

revisited. With immigration levels decreasing, housing demand has moderated compared to earlier 

projections. 

Additionally, reports from Calgary Real Estate Board indicate that housing prices and rents have begun 

to decline in several segments of the market. This calls into question the narrative that Calgary faced an 

immediate crisis requiring sweeping citywide zoning changes. 

There has also been concern raised about the idea that Calgary risked losing funding if housing targets 

were not met. Many residents believe this fear was overstated and that more balanced planning options 

could have been pursued without implementing a one-size-fits-all rezoning approach. 

Infrastructure Capacity 

Existing neighbourhoods across Calgary were not originally designed for sudden and significant 

increases in density. Infrastructure such as water systems, sewer capacity, electrical supply, road 

networks, and schools varies greatly from community to community. 
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In many cases, the infrastructure required to support higher density is either delayed, underfunded, or 

not clearly planned. Without coordinated infrastructure investment, rapid densification risks placing 

significant strain on services that residents rely on every day. 

Local Planning and Neighbourhood Context 

Calgary is a city of diverse communities, each with its own character, layout, and infrastructure 

capacity. A citywide zoning change that applies the same rules everywhere fails to recognize these 

differences. 

Local planning processes exist for a reason: they allow residents, planners, and council to work 

together to determine where additional density makes the most sense. A one-size-fits-all approach 

undermines this collaborative process and ignores neighbourhood context. 

Repeal, Reset, and Restart 

For these reasons, I respectfully ask Council to consider the following path forward: 

1. Repeal the blanket upzoning policy. 

2. Reset zoning to the previous bylaws without amendments. 

3. Restart a local planning process that thoughtfully identifies appropriate locations for 

increased density. 

Calgarians deserve growth that is carefully planned, infrastructure-supported, and respectful of existing 

communities. Thoughtful urban planning can accommodate new residents while maintaining the 

livability of the neighbourhoods that make Calgary such a desirable place to live. 

Responsible growth and strong communities are not mutually exclusive. With careful planning, 

Calgary can achieve both.

Good morning,

I would like to file OBJECTION and Comments on your recent letter you sent in March 2026, 

Notice of Public Hearing on Planning Matters.

Our Key objections and concerns : 

1.  AREA STRUCTURE PLAN AMENDMENT The subject site is located within the boundaries of 

the Springbank Hill Area Structure Plan (ASP, 2020) which guides future growth and 

development in the community. The site is classified within the "Standard Suburban" policy 

area, allowing for low density residential uses in the form of single-detached and semi-detached 

housing.

2. This re-zoning and submitted application/ development permit in no way aligns with the 

Springbank Hill ASP vision. Over 10 years of planning created the Springbank Hill ASP in 2017.

3. While the previous council along with administration completely ignored the Springbank 

Hill Area Structure Plan (ASP, 2020) and Timberline Gate SW in their quest for urban 

densification, we trust the current council will dictate to administration to revisit the contract 

that was made with the community and uphold the vision and the values that were 

established in the ASP.

4. The applicant has proposed two MU-1 f4.0h26 zones, approximately 400m apart.

This zoning would allow for 2 x 8 storey buildings with retail, and a combined total of 351 

residential units.

Introducing these types of structures would dwarf all surrounding existing properties, creating 

shadowing, privacy, and security concerns.

5. Traffic:
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Traffic has been an ongoing issue within this area of Springbank Hill.

Cut through traffic along Fortress Drive / Springbank Blvd SW introduces excessive speeding as 

well as unsafe passing. The traffic department has made several attempts to provide solutions, 

especially given the residential nature of the street, with homes, parks, and pathways 

experiencing safety issues due to the nature of the traffic.

6. Excessive Height and Density: Residents are objecting to proposed heights, which have 

included multi units buildings of 121 units at the corner of Timberline Gate SW that are 

incompatible with the surrounding low-density, estates of single-family character of the 

neighbourhoods.

7. Infrastructure Strain: There is significant concern that existing infrastructure cannot handle 

the rapid increase in population, specifically noting stressed road systems (85 Street SW), and 

major fault of Truman development of existing row of townhouses on narrow strip of the 

street,

8. Traffic and Parking Congestion: Traffic in the area is already heavy, and residents fear that 

adding new high density developments will worsen congestion, particularly at key intersections, 

along with creating insufficient parking, 

9. Lack of Community Consultation: Community members felt "caught by surprise" by the scale 

of the proposals, noting a lack of, or ineffective, engagement from the developer. 

10. Shadowing and Privacy: Concerns exist regarding the impact of tall multi unit building on sun 

exposure and privacy for existing estate homes, 

11. Loss of Neighborhood Character: The shift from the original Area Structure Plan (ASP)—

which was primarily low-density to a high density, multi units buildings style developments is a 

threat to our community's existing aesthetic, estate homes that we put our significant 

investment for life, 

12. This new development is not align with the City policy, and against the desire of Timberline 

Gate Estate residents and will have major impacts on our community,

13. There are no plans to widen or expand 85th Street SW to help with increased flow of traffic 

and recommending high density housing will put our families and community in high risk of 

accidents and safety matters, 

14. By allowing this plan to move forward we will have serious risks to deal with increased daily 

vehicle trips beyond what local roads were designed, increased safety concerns and spillover 

parking.

15. Lack of transition between high density housing and our existing adjacent estate homes will 
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degrade our homes, losing our life investment and the City should take interests and value of 

citizens into first consideration rather than business developers profits.

We are asking the City Council that elected with the first promise to scrap this re-zoning in our 

area at Timberline Gate SW and ask the Council and Planning to reject this “except for 

properties” that mentioned in your letter sent in March 2026, for applications in our area and 

back to what existed before May 2024.

Low-density sprawl requires significantly more tax dollars per household for road main-
tenance, snow clearing, and emergency services.

The proposed rezoning change to fully repeal the blanket rezoning is short sighted, 
and disregards the promises made by elected councilors and the Mayor to provide the 
housing desperately needed to support Calgary's growth, address the affordability 
crisis and do so quickly. Blanket rezoning is a necessary tool to give Calgarians access 
to housing in communities that suit their needs, by providing diverse housing options at 
various prices. Outdated single-family R-C1 zoning forces many Calgarians to live in 
locations of the City that do not meet their needs, and keeps housing unattainable for 
many by worsening housing scarcity, thereby driving up prices for the limited supply.

I support reverse rezoning in Calgary because the pace of change right now is simply 
too fast.  Growth is inevitable, and I'm not opposed to new housing. But the current 
approach is forcing rapid density into neighbourhoods that were never designed for it. 
More units on every lot means more traffic, increased street parking, and increased 
pressure on infrastructure that communities rely on every day.  Change should be 
managed and gradual, not pushed through all at once.   
 
We're also told that federal funding justifies these decisions.  But 251 million from 
Ottawa is nothing in the grand scheme of long-term city planning.  Calgary's future 
shouldn't be shaped by short-term funding incentives and political agendas.

Subject: City Wide Zoning Change- Reversal of Rezoning for Housing – Notice of Public Hearing 
on Planning Matters 

 

On April 5, 2024 we submitted comments as input to the hearing on changing city-wide rezoning 
to R-CG – called Rezoning for Housing.  We were concerned about the detrimental impacts this 
change would have on communities such as ours and did not support blanket rezoning.  Seeing 
the negative impacts this policy has had on our community we support the current council 
reversing the Rezoning for Housing (aka blanket rezoning) and advancing associated bylaw 
changes.  
 
The “one size fits all” approach should be removed with impact assessment, infrastructure 
planning and community consultation undertaken so that the character and vitality of existing 
communities can be maintained while simultaneously addressing the need for housing and 
densification.  While we generally support the approach noted by the current city council in the 
communication sent to our address, we feel that applications/permits submitted prior to the 
first reading of the proposed bylaw should not proceed/be approved without an opportunity 
for community input/support. 
 
We care deeply that inner city communities, continue to be functioning, safe and welcoming 
places as they evolve. We have witnessed the following detrimental effects in the 
community of Glamorgan as the result of the blanket rezoning.  In turn, this leads us 
supporting a new bylaw(s).   

1. Traffic and Safety 
o Going from a single-family dwelling to multiple dwellings on the same property 

impaired the line of sight near a pedestrian crossing and bus stop on 42 Street 
SW.   The eight-plex, with numerous vehicles associated, has considerably 
reduced visibility when making turns.          
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o Added traffic volumes, due to many new units being constructed in neighbouring 
communities throughout the inner city, has made other exits from the 
community difficult and riskier.  This is concerning especially because many of 
the hundreds of additional units are not yet occupied.  Additional traffic lights 
may be required.   

2.  Impacts to Local Infrastructure 
o Increasingly dense development has resulted in reduced water pressure.  Repairs 

to sewer systems within the community have become more common. Houses in 
low spots within the community have experienced sewer backups as the result 
of capacity issues. There is a need to understand the impact on all aspects of 
infrastructure to ensure increased demand for it can be supported by the 70-year-
old infrastructure that is in place.   

o The previous mayor was quoted as saying “there is no funding source for the 
infrastructure that needs to be upgraded, changed and modernized for 
established areas to grow" and referred to the City's desire for 50% of growth in 
existing communities as an "interesting experiment'".  Let’s not let this 
interesting experiment continue leaving future generations to fix the problem.  

 3.  Affordability 
o The infills and rowhouses which are replacing existing bungalows are more 

expensive than the housing that currently exists.  Half of the units recently built 
on our street currently operate as AirBNB/VRBO resulting in transient residents 
who do not share in the long-term interests of the area. 

o Owners next to corner or large lots have experienced reduced values and 
challenges selling their properties as purchasers are concerned about being 
subjected to large scale development next door.  For many people their home is 
their single largest asset, and they should not have to risk reduced value as the 
result of densification.   
 

4. Environmental 
o Redevelopment has resulted in significant tree loss. Developments on both ends 

of 42 Street SW have seen many mature trees cut down.  The new developments 
leave such minimal green space that they will not support the regrowth of large 
trees.   Tree loss across the city was noted as a concern by the previous council.  
See Exhibit 1 for an illustration in the community of Glamorgan.   

o The cumulative impacts of the loss of tree canopies impact wildlife, natural 
cooling, and results in the loss of carbon sinks.  The loss of mature trees is 
negatively impacting the esthetics and appeal of the community.    

o Excessive surface water runoff raises concern.  Covering more of the surface of 
lots and alleys throughout the community has resulted in significant pooling 
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during thunderstorms. A neighbor has experienced vehicle flooding while parked 
on the street during a heavy rainfall.  In anticipation of additional severe storms, 
the risk is real.  See Exhibit 2 for a photo illustrating laneway pooling on 42 Street 
SW reaching the limits of containment, and hence why concerns are raised.   

o Excessive waste generation as the result of tearing down solid existing housing 
stock. The environmental costs of demolition and construction result in a 
significant volume going to landfill with new materials required. A UBC study 
found that the emissions costs of demolition  and construction puts a new 
property in a "carbon debt" which takes decades to repay. 

Considerations for the Way Forward 

We recognize there is a need for the creation of affordable housing and densification and request 
consideration of the following options as the City of Calgary moves forward.   

o Build on publicly owned lands throughout all the city to provide much needed 
housing. 

o Explore the densification of commercial lands within existing communities.  
Years back redevelopment of the area around London Drugs and Canadian Tire on 
Richmond Road was studied as a means of significantly increasing density in 
Glamorgan/Glenbrook while producing a vibrant, walkable community with 
plenty of amenities.   

o Thoughtfully plan upfront for the changes that come with new developments 
rather than react when infrastructure and traffic problems arise.  Be aware that 
unintended consequences will arise without proper infrastructure and traffic 
planning.  Avoid destruction of existing communities by continuously adding 
incidental increments.   

o Encourage appropriate development in existing areas that does not result in 
further tree loss while destroying the character of inner-city communities.  
 Secondary suites and laneway houses are potential options.   
 Encourage those with large lots to plant trees and gardens that serve as 

carbon sinks and contribute to biodiversity.   
 Plan greenspaces in conjunction with concentrated development so that 

residents have outdoor living areas, recreation opportunities and so 
existing communities can sustain a healthy tree cover.   

o Build diverse housing styles so seniors can age in the community.  Infills, with 
many stairs, don’t work for an again population and not all seniors desire 
apartments.  Stacked bungalows may be an option.  

o Set high standards for new developments including mandatory low flow and low 
energy fixtures/appliances to minimize the impact on infrastructure.   

o Give communities/citizens a say in what impacts them.  Work together to set 
standards for inner city development that respects existing residents yet gives 
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clear guidance to developers as to what type of development is welcome and 
hence will be approved.   
 

In summary, we support the general direction of the Calgary City Councils proposed bylaw 
addressing a 2026 citywide zoning change (back to what existed prior to the Rezoning for 
Housing).  Following such a change it will be beneficial to engage with residential constituents 
and truly hear their voices while encouraging developers to be focused on building homes and 
communities - not simply plunking down houses.  Together we can build strong and vibrant 
communities that are welcoming for newcomers yet retain the attributes existing residents 
value.   Thank you for your time and consideration.

I support repealing blanket rezoning and returning to low-density residential zoning in 
established neighborhoods. When many of us chose to buy homes in these communi-
ties, we did so intentionally because they were low-density areas. The character, 
space, and quieter environment were key reasons people invested their savings and 
built their lives there. 
 
Efforts to address housing demand are important, and I recognize that cities need to 
grow. However, increasing density everywhere through blanket rezoning is not the only 
solution. Instead, cities can plan new neighborhoods that are designed from the begin-
ning with higher density and mixed residential housing. These new developments can 
include townhomes, apartments, and other multi-unit housing options while also inte-
grating services, transit, and amenities to support that density properly. 
 
At the same time, existing neighborhoods should not lose the characteristics that resi-
dents intentionally chose. People who prefer low-density living should still have places 
where that option exists. Maintaining some established communities as low-density 
residential areas protects homeowner expectations and preserves neighborhood 
stability. 
 
A balanced approach would allow cities to expand housing supply by building new 
mixed-housing communities while respecting the existing character of neighborhoods 
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that were planned and purchased as low-density. Growth and choice should go 
together. Just as people who want higher-density living deserve options, those who 
value low-density neighborhoods should also have the right to choose that lifestyle. 
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
