WHEREAS the LOCII AuthorItIM EItctioo Act. S.A 1983. c. 2-27.5, I. 80 
allowa an elected authority to pass • bylaw determining where inItItutionaI voting atattona 
are to be establilhed for m&.I1icipal election purposes; 

AND WHEREAS it is desirable to establish certain care and accommodation 
facilities as institutional voting stations; 

NOW THEREFORE THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CALGARY ENACTS 
AS FOLLOWS: 

1. For the purposes of this Bylaw the following definitions shall apply: 

A -hoIpiW means any approved hOspital as defii'18d In the HoIpitaII Act 
RS.A 1980 c. H .. 11 or. hospital 0M1ed or operated by the Crown In right 
d the Province cI Alberta or ita agent. and located within the bcu1darieI cI 
the City cI Calgary. 

B. -lodge accomrnodatiorf means lodge accommodation _ deft._ In the 
Alberta HguskJg Act S.A 1994. c. A-30.1 n located within the bcu1d8riea 
of the City cI Calgary. 

C. -rusing horne" means. facility located within the boundari .. cI the City cI 
Calgary for the provision of rusing home care to which the Nl.gkJg Hgm'1 
~ S.A. 1985. c. N-14.1 applies. 

2. In any rn.ncIpaI general election or by election in the City of Calgary. hoIpit8Il, 
lodge accommodation and rusing hom .... henIby .. tRlilhed _ inItiUionIII 
voting atattona. 
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3. This Bytaw comal into force on the day I is palled.
